TEEN TALK ... 
We live in a world of worry, heart-ache, loss and stress. The stress 
of  family commitments, school assessments and exams, 
maintaining a social life, career and job hardships and 
household duties are just a few out of the numerous aspects of all 
our lives that causes us to stress.  But what are the real things in 
life that we should stress about? What do we gain form stressing? 

 

In this week’s Gospel Jesus reminds us that “we worry and fret 
about so many things, and yet few are needed”. Martha took up 
the duties of the house, where as Mary chose the better part.  
From this we are taught it is more fulfilling and accomplishing 
to act upon something productive rather than worry about the 
little things.  Mary sat and listened to Jesus’ words, and we 
should do the same.  For example; when we go to mass, how 
many times during the service has your mind wondered off topic 
and you begin to think about other things besides the Eucharist 
and God’s Words? It happens all the time, but it is a bad habit 
that we must break and in order to do so we must seek God’s help 
and focus our minds to what is truly important and ignore all 
the unnecessary worries and stress. 
 

So whenever you feel stressed and anxious about something, take 
the time to stop, reflect and pray to God, to show you the way 
because in the end it is with God’s guidance anything is possible.  
So what are the real things in life that we should stress about? 
Well the answer to that is purely up to you. But all I can say is, 
life is like a game of ‘Tetris’, when we’re given a building block 
that doesn’t fit, we stress. But once we think about it and work

      The Programme for the 
                Sacrament of  
          First Reconciliation  
    Programme will take place  
                  in Term 3. 

 

       You might remember this Sacrament as the  
Sacrament of Confession or the Sacrament of Penance. 
      Usually the Sacrament of Reconciliation is received 
in Year 2 or at an age when the parents believe the child 
is ready. Children need to have received the  
Sacrament of Baptism first. This Sacrament is received 
before the child is able to receive the Sacraments of 
Confirmation or First Holy Communion.  
      Parents are asked to register for this Program  
before it begins. If your child was not baptised at  
St Andrew’s Parish please bring along the original of 
your child’s Baptism Certificate.
