Are you the king of the Jews?

We have arrived at the final Sunday of the Liturgical Calendar, celebrating Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the
Universe. Our Gospel is taken from the interrogation scene when Jesus confronts Pilate, who asks “Are you the
king of the Jews?” Jesus doesn’t directly answer this question but makes it obvious that he is in fact King, but
that his Kingdom is not of this world. Jesus knows himself to be a king, that he was born for this mission, to
‘bear witness to the truth’. As we contemplate Jesus, King of the Universe we are invited to listen to his voice.

When we reflect on Jesus as King, we have to be careful that the normal worldly idea of kingship does not
overly influence us. Jesus as King is not the only concept he transforms, for example his life and mission
transforms the concept of Messiah, from being one of a mighty warrior to one who will suffer and die, to bring
salvation to his people. In a similar way, the concept of king is transformed from pomp, elaborate clothing and
symbols and wealth to a service to something higher or greater, the truth.

We have been gifted with the beautiful traditions and concepts of our Jewish ancestors and the way that God
has been identified through the centuries. The mission of Jesus was to more profoundly reveal the nature of
the Father, to more completely reveal the truth. We Christians are like our Jewish sisters and brothers,
monotheists, but Jesus reveals the deeper truth that God is Trinity, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. This is why

Jesus challenges us to listen to his voice.

There can be many images or concepts of God, but the image that Jesus uses is Father. His relationship,
invites us to that closeness, that intimacy of a child to a parent, with God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. In so
many ways, Jesus invites us to an experience of the closeness of God and not external observances. The
Kingship of Jesus leads us to the profound truth of God, ourselves and the universe. For in our Baptism, we
were anointed as Priest, Prophet and King or in other words we are all members of God’s royal family.

May God bless you, all those you love and all who love you.
