DO YOU NOT BELIEVE

In the Gospel for this Fifth Sunday of Easter Jesus is trying to help the Apostles, help us understand his
relationship with the Father. But both Thomas and Philip do not really understand what Jesus is trying to say and
this leads Jesus to ask “Do you not believe that | am in the Father and the Father is in me?”

In the first half of the Gospel, Jesus declares that “you know the way to the place where | am going” but Thomas
responds “Lord, we do not know where you are going, so how can we know the way?” Jesus responds by saying
the famous line, “l am the Way, the Truth and the Life.”

Jesus promises that there are many rooms in my Father’s house. By listening to Jesus, by following his example
and living the kind of life he did, then we too can be brought ‘home’ to be with the Father for all eternity. That is
why Jesus can declare himself the Way, the Truth and the Life. In what ways does Jeus’ life inspire us?

Thomas was much more interested in the destination, but what | believe Jesus is inviting us to recognise is that
what we need to focus on is the journey, how are we going to get to be with the Father? That is why, following
the example of the life of Jesus is so important.

Jesus has consistently declared that what he speaks, is not from himself, but from the one who sent him, the
Father and mysteriously, seeing Jesus is to have seen the Father. But Philip again does not understand, and so
asks to see the Father. But | believe that Jesus is talking about more than family resemblance. For we are to know
the truth that Jesus reveals the Father, because he does not speak and act by his own authority.

There is also the truth, that God made us in his image and likeness. That it is possible to encounter God through
others and creation. When we are faithful to the example of Jesus, the Way, the Truth and the Life, then we ‘see’
or encounter the Father more easily or readily. When we sin, we block or disfigure our ability to reveal the Father
and that is why reconciliation is so important.

May God bless you, all those you love and all who love you.
