AS THE FATHER SENT ME, SO AM | SENDING YOU

We have reached the end of the Easter Season, 50 days after the Resurrection is this special feast of
Pentecost. Today we celebrate the gift of the Holy Spirit upon the Disciples and the Church. The Holy Spirit, the
other Advocate, the Spirit of Truth, will lead us to the complete truth and Love transforms us into witnesses of
God’s presence and love for us and our world.

This is why it is so fitting that when Jesus gives the Holy Spirit he sends the disciples, he sends you and |, “As
the Father sent me, so am | sending you.” For the transformation that the Spirit brings, that we hear about in
our First Reading, is for mission. The Apostles had been gathered, behind locked doors, for fear of the Jews,
but with the Spirit, they were given the gift of speech and boldly witnessed to Jesus and God’s salvation.

We have lived these 50 days of the season of Easter, reflecting on the difference the Resurrection makes in
our lives. But this reflection cannot just be about the difference it makes in my life. It is part of God’s plan that
this Good News of salvation is not just for us, individually, but for all people and for all of creation. Through our
words and deeds, we are showing to others the difference the mission of Jesus, the gift of the Holy Spirit
makes.

Jesus gives to all the disciples the power of forgiveness. We remember that Peter was given the authority to
forgive or retain sins individually and that is why we recognise the Pope has a special authority in the Church.
But today, at Pentecost, the power to forgive or retain sins are given to all the disciples. That is why the Church
sees that all Bishops and Priests have this special authority to dispense God’s forgiveness in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. But more than that, every member of the Church needs to see themselves as being on mission
to let go of the pain and trauma of sin. God will judge others and forgiving others, does not say that the hurt or
pain does not matter, but what it allows is God’s grace to heal and bring peace to us. Let us be on mission,
proclaiming the Good News.

May God bless you, all those you love and all who love you.
